The ACUBOs continue their collaboration on updates to the netFORUM member database and use of the MagnetMail blast email service.  In our most recent regional DBA conference call on January 25, we identified the following current issues and initiatives:

· U.S. Mailing Lists – In order to address concerns related to invalid formatting of U.S. mail addresses in the member database, NACUBO and its vendor, DataMax, are launching a major project to research  and update mailing addresses.  Special thanks to Mary Ann Ihler for her efforts to identify and resolve problem addresses in the CACUBO lists.

· Open/Read Rate for Blast Emails – MagnetMail facilitates the gathering of statistics on the number of “bounced” or undelivered emails and on the number of individuals who open, read or click on links in the emails.  Although the open/read figures are somewhat distorted by the significant number of institutional email systems that restrict emails to “text” formats, the regional DBAs have expressed concerns about the open/read rates and have asked NACUBO to develop a “Tip Sheet” on how to improve delivery and targeting of our messages.

· Updating Member Information – It is important to encourage all members to either update their information directly on the NACUBO website or to forward change requests to the database administrator at ewing.6@osu.edu.  Each year, NACUBO sends paper membership lists to each primary representative, with a request for updates.  In addition, NACUBO will have an on-line update process available in Spring 2007.  We encourage primary representatives and their teams to participate in the update process, to ensure that we are reaching all the staff members in your institutions who might benefit from CACUBO programs.
